Pattern for Candidates Cloak, also acceptable for Guardsman's cloak.

Fabrics: linen, cotton, wool, silk, all natural blends. Not rayon, polyester.

Weave: plain, twill, herringbone, denim, satin, taffeta, corduroy, velvet, velveteen. Not gabardine or knit.

Colors: Candidate's Cloak: Dove Gray

Guardsman's Cloak: Black, White, Bone White. 

Draw pattern onto fabric with a string compass. 
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Cloak will be reversible.
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Here is a drawing of my pattern. It is very easy and very fabric conservative. It must be lined, make it reversible. The collar 

folds over to show the reverse color since it is cut into the neck. 

Use a string compass to make both the outer edge and the neckline. Then draw back in the collar. You cut out the half circle then just cut out the dog ears for the neck with collar. 

Sew around the hem and up the two straight sides and the sides of the collar. Turn it right side out through the collar, then 

hand stitch it shut. Attach ties at the corners and there you go. Make it any size you want. 

Hope that helps. Got this right out of a museum photo for late period english simple cape.
